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1. Introduction
The section 6.2.1.2.1 in AWD [1] defines STID sharing mechanism. The section mentions that, for the M2M devices sharing the same STID, their STID_Valid_Periodicity values shall be identical and their STID_Valid_Offset values shall be unique. This is not correct.

For sharing the STID, the essential requirement is that the frame in which STID is valid needs to be distinct amongst the M2M devices sharing the same STID. The two M2M devices sharing the same STID and having different STID valid frames may have different STID validity periods.
For example, consider the following, wherein M2M device 1 to M2M device 6 is assigned the same STID but their periods are not identical.
M2M device 1: STID_Valid_Periodicity = 8, STID_Valid_Offset = 1

M2M device 2: STID_Valid_Periodicity = 4, STID_Valid_Offset = 2

M2M device 3: STID_Valid_Periodicity = 4, STID_Valid_Offset = 3

M2M device 4: STID_Valid_Periodicity = 8, STID_Valid_Offset = 4

M2M device 5: STID_Valid_Periodicity = 8, STID_Valid_Offset = 5

M2M device 6: STID_Valid_Periodicity = 8, STID_Valid_Offset = 8
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2. Proposed text with change marks
6.2.1.2.1 Station identifier (STID)
The STID is also used to identify the M2M devices in the domain of the ABS. The ABS may assign the same STID to multiple M2M devices.

If the assigned STID to an M2M device is shared with other M2M device(s), the ABS shall assign the frame (s) in which the STID is valid for an M2M device. The assigned STID to an M2M device is valid only in the frame (i.e. Framenum) that satisfies the following condition.
Framenum mod STID_Valid_Periodicity = STID_Valid_Offset,
where Framenum denotes the frame sequence number. The parameters STID_Valid_Periodicity and STID_Valid_Offset are transmitted by ABS in AAI-REG-RSP message. For the M2M devices sharing the same STID, the ABS shall assign the STID_Valid_Periodicity and STID_Valid_Offset to each M2M device such that the Framenum for each M2M device is different. their STID_Valid_Periodicity values shall be identical, and their STID_Valid_Offset values shall be unique.
