1. Introduction
This contribution proposes to clarify the M2M configuration change count in the AAI-SCD message.

To avoid the unnecessary decoding/update the dedicated ranging information for M2M devices, additionally ABS can transmit M2M configuration change count in the AAI-SCD message and M2M SCD count in the S-SFH SP3 IE. 
However, for this purpose, an exception should be added to the description of Configuration Change Count in the AAI-SCD message.
