Add the following texts at the end of 6.2.18.7.3.1

For fixed M2M device, Fixed M2M device de-registration identifier (FMDID) may be included in a paging message instead of DID to identify the fixed M2M device in localized idle mode. The M2M device with FMDID shall monitor a pre-determined frame for paging message. The pre-determined frame N paging frame for the fixed M2M device is implicitly determined as follows:
N paging frame= Fixed M2M de-registaration ID (FMDID) mod m
Where
m=1 or 2 or 3 or 4 
m is indicated by an ABS using the PGID-Info message.
