Modify 2nd paragraph:
“At the SS, both the transmitted center frequency and the symbol clock frequency shall be synchronized and

locked to the BS with a tolerance of maximum 2% of the subcarrier spacing. When using Subchannelization, the
tolerance shall be 0.5% of subcarrier spacing.”
