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1. Introduction
The timer T9 shall be started at BS after sending RNG-RSP (success) to the SS during initial ranging.
However, in Figure 87 of IEEE Std 802.16-2004 for the OFDMA PHY CDMA-based initial ranging,
the timer T9 was not started at all. This contribution provides a modified Figure 87 to correct this
problem.
