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proposes a correction.
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The 6th paragraph of 11.8.4.2 states:

"The MS should support at least one authorization policy and inform BS .....".

However, the table with the valid bit combinations in SBC-REQ shows that combination 0-0-0 is valid and 
means "MS cannot support authorization".

Suggested change:

strike the following part from the first sentence of the 6th paragraph 
"should support at least one authorization policy and".

The sentence now reads:
"The MS informs the BS of all supportable authorization policies by the SBC-REQ message."
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
