Discussed the response to the liaison letter from the WiMAX Forum, IEEE L802.16-09/0089.  It was decided to not reply until after a completed resolution has been provided for all the CR’s in that letter.  This resolution will occur in Session #63.5.
Discussed the steps moving forward for dealing with the new comments in IEEE 802.16maint-09/0007r5.  Comment of resolution for comment 1611 in IEEE 802.16-09/0047r1 is to incorporate all the CRs in IEEE 802.16maint-09/0007r4 into P802.16m/D2.  Two scenarios were discussed:
1. TGm does not close the LB30 data base at the end of Session #63, and finishes comment resolution at #63.5.  Maint TG provides completed proposed remedies to the three new comments in IEEE 802.16maint-09/0007r5 at Session #63.5.  Maint TG request the TGm chair to reopen comment 1611 at Session #63.5 and update the resolution which would be to incorporate all the CR’s in IEEE 802.16maint-09/0007r4 into P802.16m/D2.
2. TGm does close the LB30 data base at the end of Session #63. Maint TG provides completed proposed remedies to the three new comments in IEEE 802.16maint-09/0007r5 at Session #63.5.  A comment is submitted to letter ballot recirc LB30a on P802.16m/D2 to incorporate the 3 additional CR’s in IEEE 802.16maint-09/0007r5 into P802.16m/D3.
