Figure 1 shows the network reference model for both fixed and mobile Broadband Wireless Access
(BWA) networks that consists of OSS/BSS (Operation Support System / Business Support System) and
the following network elements:

MS (Mobile Station)

SS (Subscriber Station)

BS (Base Station)

ASN (Access Service Network)

CSN (Connectivity Service Network)

0SS/BSS manages BS, ASN, CSN via the standard IP networks. Internet. For managed SS, OSS/BSS can
send the management information over the secondary management connection between BS and SS.

A TMN (Telecommunications Management Network) model has been proposed by the ITU and
TeleManagement Forum (TMF) to structure OSS/BSS management functions and define interfaces
between the functional entities. Figure 2 illustrates the BWA OSS/BSS reference model that describes
how IEEE 802.16i MIB is to interface with other management entities in order to support BWA business
development and operation.
