1. Proposed text change
1) Insert the followings at the end of line 35 in page 261:
The requested QoS parameter set is one of Provisioned set, Admitted set or Active set. 
2) Replace ‘the requested SF’, ‘the requested service flow parameter’, ‘the requested service flow’, ‘the requested SF parameters’ and ‘the requested SF parameter’ with ‘the requested QoS parameter set’ in the whole document
3) Replace ‘acceptable SF parameter’ with ‘acceptable QoS parameter set’ in the whole document
4) Add the following at the end of line 20 in page 128:
The RS may add the acceptable QoS parameter to the DSC-RSP.

5) Change line 23 through line 27 in page 130 as follows: 
—
Upon receiving such DSC-REQ, if the RS’ resource condition can support the requested SF parameter, the RS forwards the message to its subordinate RS using the primary CID of the subordinate RS.
—
If the RS cannot support the requested SF parameter, the RS sends a DSC-RSP with CC set to reject-RS-not-supported-parameter-value to MR-BS indicating that it cannot support the requested SF, without forwarding it to the next hop. The RS may add the acceptable QoS parameter to the DSC-RSP.
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
