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Introduction

In current intermediate draft for the harmonized SDD text on sleep mode (C80216m-08_1179r3.doc), the periodic ranging and the keep-alive check operations have not been included. Those two operations belong to the mandatory functions in sleep mode.
Proposed Changes for SDD
 [Append the following text to the rear of subclause 10.x.1.3.3 of the C80216m-08_1179r3.doc :]

10.x.1.3.3 Listening window operation

[Listening Window Extension]

The listening window duration can be dynamically adjusted based on traffic availability in MS or BS. [The listening window can be also adjusted for accomplishing control signaling procedures efficiently]. The listening window can be extended through explicit signaling or implicit method. The maximum length of the extension is to the end of the current sleep cycle in which case there is no sleep window during the current sleep cycle. If an MS perform CDMA-based periodic ranging in sleep mode, it may anonymously extend its listening widow in order to wait the reception of ranging response.
[Keep-alive Check]
In order for BS to maintain supervision of MSs in sleep mode and to perform necessary adjustments, BS may implement a keep-alive check mechanism. There are two methods for Keep-Alive check in sleep mode: Message-based and unsolicitedly grant of UL bandwidth during an availability interval.
