The value of this field indicates whether the traffic rate will be tuned down to the minimum reserved traffic rate automatically. Using the traffic rate auto tune-down feature can eliminate the need for additional bandwidth request/grant procedures to tune down the bandwidth back to the minimum reserved traffic rate. This saves signaling overheads for real-time non-periodic services such as interactive gaming, where a lot of one-time additional bandwidth requests need to be made.
