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Proposed Text for the IEEE 802.16m Amendment on HARQ Timing
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1. Introduction
To enable AMSs with various capability levels to access to ABS network, it’s necessary to support HARQ processes with different AMS processing delay simultaneously. This document is to propose to enable variable AMS processing delay in HARQ Timing calculation.  
2. Text proposal for inclusion in the 802.16m amendment

15.3.x HARQ timing

The HARQ timing schedule should be decided with consideration of the DL/UL ratio, the concurrent resource status, the availability of subframe, and the processing delay of ABS and AMS, etc. Particularly, the processing delay of ABS could be different in various implement. The processing delay of AMS could be different for each specific design while in an acceptable range which is FFS.
To assist ABS decide HARQ timing, one AMS must report its processing delay in an explicit or implicit way, e.g. when negotiating the capacity or when building up a HARQ enabled connection.
