6.3.2 Sleep mode

When in Sleep mode the AMS and ABS agree on a division of the resource in time into Sleep Intervals Windows and Listening Intervals Windows. The AMS is only expected to be capable of receiving transmissions from the ABS during the Listening Intervals Windows and any protocol exchange has to be initiated during them that time. The AMS transition to Active mode is prompted by control messages received from the ABS.
