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Introduction
In P802.16m/D1, action code 0x05 in AAI_DREG-CMD is used by ABS to allow AMS-initiated Idle Mode request or signal AMS to begin Idle Mode in unsolicited manner. However, if ABS-initiated request (i.e. Unsolicited DREG-CMD) and an AMS-initiated request for Idle Mode entry are handled concurrently, the AMS cannot distinguish the exact purpose of action code 0x05. 

For example, when ABS sends an unsolicited AAI_DREG-CMD with 0x05 to initiate Idle Mode, at the same time, the AMS also sends AAI_DREG-REQ with 0x01 to request entering Idle Mode. In this case, when receiving the AAI_DREG-CMD, the AMS may not distinguish whether it is ABS's Idle Mode initiation request or just a response to AAI_DREG-REQ.
For the reason mentioned above, we propose to instead 0x05 with 0x07 to be the response to AMS's AAI_DREG-REQ message.

When the ABS decides to allow AMS-initiated idle mode request, the ABS shall send a AAI_DREG-CMD with action code 0x05 0x07 in response to the AAI_DREG-REQ message.
