15.x Contention-based initial ranging and automatic adjustments
The initial ranging procedure for ARS is the same as that for AMS unless otherwise specified in this section:
· After receiving an initial ranging preamble from an ARS, the ABS may send an AAI_RNG-ACK containing status = abort with cell IDs of candidate neighbor access stations.
· Upon receiving an AAI_RNG-ACK containing status abort with cell IDs, the ranging ARS shall scan for a DL channel of candidate neighbor access stations and performs initial ranging.
