The Zone Switch TLV shall include the following:

· MZone A-Preamble index.

· Time offset between LZone and MZone

· Action Time: Action time of zone switch from LZone to MZone
· Zone Switch Mode: If set to 1, the AMS maintains its data communication with the ABS in LZone while performing network reentry in MZone; otherwise it breaks data communication in LZone before performing network reentry in MZone.
· NONCE_BS: to derive AMSID
*

· ABS BS ID

The Zone Switch TLV may also include the following: 

· UL grant for the AMS to send AAI_RNG-REQ message in MZone


· Temporary STID for being used in Mzone
· Ranging initiation deadline: Valid time for Temporary STID. Shall be included if Temporary STID is included.
· Carrier information being used in Mzone, which is included when the Mzone’s carrier is different from that in Lzone.


After receiving zone switch command through RNG-RSP in LZone, the AMS performs network reentry in MZone. The AMS maintains its normal operation in LZone (e.g., exchanging user data with the ABS in LZone) while performing network re-entry in MZone if data path in LZone has been established before the start of zone switch operation and Zone Switch Mode is set to 1 in the Zone Switch TLV. AMS may access MZone on different carrier according to the carrier information in Zone Switch TLV
