E-MBS may employ a common uplink channel which is used by AMSs to transmit feedback. If a predefined feedback condition is met, a predefined signal is transmitted through the common E-MBS feedback channel. With the feedback information, BS may perform link adaptation or QoS adaptation such as retransmission or source coding adaptation. The usage of the feedback channel  by the ABS is out of scope."
