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Introduction

In order to facilitate the testing of compliant equipment, 802.16m standard needs to specify a Loopback test mode. Currently, there is no provision of such test mode. The purpose of this comment is to propose required modifications to the draft specification in this regards. 
Problem Statement

A loopback test mode needs to be added to transmit signaling section or a dedicated section to test mode.
