1. Introduction
The 3-streams pilot pattern of Fig 532 is not correct. The tones of the pilot positions of the 4th stream should not be marked with an X, which indicates a null tone, but they should be blank, indicating a data tone.

The proposed remedy of comment A1215 is also included in this proposal, because Figures 534, 536, 538, 540, 542, 544, 546 and 548 for UL pilot patterns are duplicated with 531, 532 and 533. These duplicated figures should be deleted.
