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Introduction
In the current P802.16m/D3, AAI_NBR-ADV message fragmentation is allowed and AAI_NBR-ADV message format is shown in Table 684.
However, text in Table 684 is inconsistent with other description in 16.2.3.12. We suggest using “fragment” instead of “segment” since the word segment has a special meaning in D3.
