Problem Statement

The current text of condition (i) to delete AMS from a group is not clear and can be understood that only when all GRA enabled connection of AMS are terminated (not necessarily belonging to the relevant group) it should be deleted from a group.
Suggested Solution

It is suggested to change the text to be clearer to refer only to the GRA group associated flows. 
Suggested Standard Modifications
Modify text in page 250, line 18 in section 16.2.9.3.2, as follows:
The ABS may delete an AMS from a group when one or more of the following conditions applies: (i) all the GRA-enabled connections associated with the group are terminated (ii) the MIMO mode/HARQ burst size suitable for the AMS flows no longer belongs to the MIMO Mode Set/HARQ burst size set corresponding to the group.
