1. Introduction
An access of an AMS may be failed during ranging i.e. AAI_RNG-REQ and AAI_RNG-RSP transaction due to admission control, authentication failure, context retrieval failure or internal error. The access failure is indicated through a parameter Ranging Status=0b01 (abort) in the AAI_RNG-RSP message. In this case, Ranging Abort Timer should be provided to prohibit the AMS from attempting network access to the ABS during a specific time or provided not to try its access to the ABS again.
