The procedure for receiving an accessible list of CSG/OSG femtocells are possible by AAI_SCN-REQ message and AAI_SCN-REP message, which is duplicate and confusing. We suggest to allow AMS to receive an accessible femtocell list by message exchange of AAI_SCN-REQ/RSP messages only.

Remedy #1

On the 80216m_D6, page 795, line 62, add proposed text in section 16.4.8.1.2 as follows:

16.4.8.1.2 AMS scanning of neighbor Femto ABSs
... 

After scanning and identifying the existence of any Femto ABSs, the AMS may report FA, A-Preamble index or BS IDs and measurement results according to the Trigger conditions included in the AAI_SCD message by sending AAI_SCN-REP. The AAI_SCN-REP may contain the neighbor request indication, to which the ABS may unicast an AAI_NBR-ADV that includes a list of femto ABSs which is formed based on the reported FA, A-preamble indexor BSIDs, or the reported measurement

If the AMS decides to perform HO to any Femto ABS, it may request more detailed system information of the detected neighbor Femto ABSs to the serving ABS using an AAI_NBR-REQ message.
