The common identifier, CSG ID, is used to identify the BSs belonging to the same CSG. CSG ID shall be unique within the same operator ID. The CSG ID, as a part of the BS ID, may be derived from the full BS ID or may be provided by the CSG Femto ABS during initial network entry in the AAI-REG-RSP or may be pre-provisioned by the network. How to derive the CSG ID from BS ID is out of scope. <ins>If the CSGID is sent by the ABS then its length, which can be up to 24 bits, shall be specified in AAI_REG-RSP message.</ins> AMS’s CSG white list may contain the identifiers of allowable femto ABSs.
