Annex U Pg 1090, Line 14 to Pg 1105 Line 58 and Pg 1107 Line 8 to Pg 1115 line 65:

(i.e all the spectrum masks specific to the identified Band Classes). This information is directly related to regulatory requirements some of which are essential to be able to place WirelessMAN products on the market in many regions. Therefore these requirements are usually detailed in specific national and regional regulations which vary according to the region concerned (e.g in Europe ETSI Harmonised Standards are the cornerstone of the market placement regime and will therefore identify the regulatory requirements for this purpose). To date most regulations have not considered IMT-Advanced air interfaces and might therefore be subject to change and could be dependent on new considerations driven by for example the wider IMT-A bandwidths being specified. Therefore this information cannot be considered stable and could mis-lead the reader of the standard regarding regulatory requirements.
