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Charter and Scope of TGm Rapporteur Groups

The IEEE 802.16 Working Group's Task Group m is initiating five new Rapporteur Groups:

(1)The HARQ [“HARQ”] Rapporteur Group is chartered to develop proposed

baseline content regarding the Hybrid ARQ structure suitable for use in the 802.16m System Description Document (SDD). It shall be submitted by the Rapporteur Group as a Task Group m contribution by 7 July 2008, with the expectation that it could be accepted by Task Group m at Session #56. The Rapporteur Group shall also submit a report of its activities as a TGm contribution by the same deadline. Rapporteur Group Chairs are Sassan Ahmadi, Shashikant Maheshwari, and Thierry Lestable.

(2) The Preamble [“Preamble”] Rapporteur Group is chartered to develop

proposed baseline content regarding the preamble design suitable

for use in the 802.16m System Description Document (SDD). It shall be submitted by the Rapporteur Group as a Task Group m contribution by 7 July 2008, with the expectation that it could be accepted by Task Group m at Session #56. The Rapporteur Group shall also submit a report of its activities as a TGm contribution by the same deadline. Rapporteur Group Chairs are Dr. Chris Williams, and Paul Cheng.

3) The DL MIMO [“DL MIMO”] Rapporteur Group is chartered to develop proposed baseline content regarding the DL MIMO structure suitable for use in the 802.16m System Description Document (SDD). It shall be submitted by the Rapporteur Group as a Task Group m contribution by 7 July 2008, with the expectation that it could be accepted by Task Group m at Session #56. The Rapporteur Group shall also submit a report of its activities as a TGm contribution by the same deadline.  Rapporteur Group Chairs are Minnie Ho, Zhouyue (Jerry) Pi, and Yong Sun.

4) The Uplink Control [“UL Ctrl”] Rapporteur Group is chartered to develop proposed baseline content regarding the Uplink Control structure suitable for use in the 802.16m System Description Document (SDD). It shall be submitted by the Rapporteur Group as a Task Group m contribution by 7 July 2008, with the expectation that it could be accepted by Task Group m at Session #56. The Rapporteur Group shall also submit a report of its activities as a TGm contribution by the same deadline.  Rapporteur Group Chairs are Roshni Srinivasan, and Andrea Bacioccola.

 5) The Uplink PHYl [“UL PHY”] Rapporteur Group is chartered to develop proposed baseline content regarding the Uplink physical layer structure suitable for use in the 802.16m System Description Document (SDD). It shall be submitted by the Rapporteur Group as a Task Group m contribution by 7 July 2008, with the expectation that it could be accepted by Task Group m at Session #56. The Rapporteur Group shall also submit a report of its activities as a TGm contribution by the same deadline.  Rapporteur Group Chairs are Ron Murias, Apostolos Papathanassiou, and Changhoi Koo

All Rapporteur Groups are chartered through the start of the Working Group's Session #56.
