IEEE 802.16's Task Group m (TGm) held its sixteenth session during the IEEE 802.16 Interim Session #63 at the Shilla Hotel, Jeju, Korea. The session was chaired by Brian Kiernan, with Vice Chairs Carl Eklund and Phillip Barber and Secretary Hokyu Choi. Approximately 200 people attended the meeting.
