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Proposed Rules Change for PARs

Result of comment resolution meeting

The SEC comment resolution meeting on the proposed rules change for Wireless PARs, held on March 11, 2002, adopted the change in clause 6.4 to add a requirement to show regulatory compliance of the proposed project, but without limitation to wireless PARs. 

In addition, the SEC ballot resolution meeting requested further study of the concerns raised about coexistence, i.e. missing definition of coexistent, unavailability of the information pending selections to be made during the first cycles of the project and to consider placing the coexistence requirement under the heading of Compatibity. 

Result of additional study

The Radio Regulations group reviewed the outcome and decided to adopt the change to place the coexistence requirement in the Compatibility clause (6.2), requesting foro levels of coexistency to be defined. 

In addition, the group adopted a project management clause giving SEC the means to approve a PAR that has unresolved items pending decision that have to be made as part of the project, and yet keeps control over the ramifications of decisions made in the course of the project.

Purpose of the rules change

Potential projects should ensure that the subject of their proposed PAR has a reasonable chance to be permitted to operate within the applicable regulations. 

In addition, the proposed PARs for potential projects intending to use radio as the medium for transferring data, should show that the new devices can co-exist with devices from existing standards or standards projects under development or consideration.  

In order to make a decision, the SEC needs to get the related information along woth the Project Authorization request. This rules change ensures that the proposer of a new PAR brings the information to the SEC.

Proposed text for rules change

The proposed rules change for consideration according to the 802 rules change procedures is to add the text at the end of clause 6.2 and add item d) in clause 6.4 in the follolwing way (red font text is the additional text).

6.2 Compatibility

IEEE 802 defines a family of standards. All standards shall be in conformance with the IEEE

802.1 Architecture, Management and Interworking documents as follows: 802. Overview and

Architecture, 802.1D, 802.1Q and parts of 802.1f. If any variances in conformance emerge,

they shall be thoroughly disclosed and reviewed with 802.

Each standard in the IEEE 802 family of standards shall include a definition of managed

objects which are compatible with systems management standards.

For a wireless project to be authorized the PAR shall address the level of coexistence with other IEEE 802 wireless standards and projects and with other users of the spectrum.

6.4 Technical Feasibility

For a project to be authorized, it shall be able to show its technical feasibility. At a minimum,

the proposed project shall show:

a) Demonstrated system feasibility.

b) Proven technology, reasonable testing.

c) Confidence in reliability.

d) Regulatory conformance for proposed regulatory domains, or reasonable expectation of future conformance based on ongoing regulatory activity. 

Add a new clause 7 (increasing the number of the existing clause 7).

7. Conditional approval
If one or more aspects of the 5 criteria can not be answered definitively pending decisions that have to be made during the first cycles of the project, SEC can authorize a PAR under the condition that certain responses are provided at specific times for review by SEC. If the responses are not provided in time, or if the responses are not satisfactory, the SEC has the right to withdraw the PAR.
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
