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Abstract

These are the minutes of IEEE 802.18 ad-hoc telecon meeting of 22 October 2004 that was held Noon – 2:00pm Eastern.  Denis Kuwahara chaired the meeting, which was to further discussion on comments to FCC NPRM ET- 04- 186.

The agenda of the meeting was to review the input and attempt to gain consensus on those sections where there was partial agreement.  Changes were made to sections 10, 16, section following 22, section following 39.  In addition Ahren Hartman and Gerald Chouinard supplied comments just prior to the meeting.

These are the minutes of IEEE 802.18 ad-hoc telecon meeting of 22 October 2004 that was held Noon – 2:00pm Eastern.  Denis Kuwahara chaired the meeting, which was to further discussion on comments to FCC NPRM ET- 04- 186.

Meeting called to order at 12:05 pm with twelve individuals in attendance, list is at the end of the minutes.
The Chair had circulated draft 15e of the comments to the TV band NPRM the night before the meeting.  That draft contained input received from Edgar Reihl and Tom Gurley that was generated subsequent to the group’s meeting in D.C. In addition the draft contained input that had been overlooked prior to the meeting from Peter Ecclesine.
The agenda of the meeting was to review the input and attempt to gain consensus on those sections where there was partial agreement.  Changes were made to sections 10, 16, section following 22, section following 39.  In addition Ahren Hartman and Gerald Chouinard supplied comments just prior to the meeting.
Discussion of the section 10 that considers a phased approach to spectrum sharing resulted in the group feeling that consensus would depend on the rules that are being developed as the appendix to the comments by John Notor and Jeff Schiffer.  Further discussion is delayed until a draft of the rules is available.  The two authors met to discuss this at a face to face meeting a couple of days ago and are targeting to have a draft available for a telecom meeting prior the November plenary.

Section 16 on Point to Multi Point as the first service and the section following 22 delaying regulations till after standards are developed were delayed until the draft of the rules were available.

In the section following 22, extraneous text had been inserted and Tom Gurley recommended removal of the unrelated text.  There was no disagreement to it’s removal.
In the section following 39 on professional installation, Edgar Reihl had offered text attempting to define ‘professional installation’.  It was recommended that the section should cite the section 26 of the NPRM that was requesting qualifications of a professional installer.  In addition it was recommended that the acronyms be spelled out.  And that the last sentence be changed to read “…cause interference inside the Grade B contour…”  And in his second added paragraph, change the third sentence to read “…installation should be verified by a representative…”
Another concern that was voiced had to do with registration of the base station, but Ahren comments that this documentation of base station into a database is addressed in section 90. Might consider tying the two together.
Gerald had circulated his changes to section 82 to the reflector and revised his ‘WRAN Reference Model Oct22’ to investigate taller base station antenna heights and operation at NPRM power limits at the CPE (thus higher power at the base) and with NPRM power limits at the base station.   He added data on population density in his calculations.  
He commented that his information base is Canadian population density values and asked if anyone knew of similar data for US rural areas.  Mike Lynch commented that he has information and that the Commission defines rural area as having less than 100 individuals per square mile.  But that detailed information would require querying some 3000 individual counties for density data.

Winston Caldwell ran a check of the spreadsheet coverage numbers and has some discrepancies.  He and Gerald plan on comparing data to determine where the differences are coming from.

Those present ask that individuals email addresses be circulated.  The Chair will look into the possibility.
Previously, there had been discussion on section 11 that discussed channel bonding and the group had worked on a re-wording at the D.C. meeting to respond to concerns provided by Jayne Stancavage.  She did not participate in either that or this telecon so it was not possible to learn if the changes resolved her concern.  Others from Intel were to have checked with her and advise the group.  This is on hold pending her response.
Ahren re-sent his comments, this time to the reflector , to share them with the participants for their comments. And, discusses the clarification and additions he is proposing to sections 73 and 74 with regard to the sensing requirement for wireless microphones.  He also has changes to section 82 with regard to the power levels and sensing capabilities of a point to multipoint system.  
Next telecon is scheduled for Friday 29 October 2004 starting at Noon Eastern, call in details to be provided.
