ETSI BRAN thanks ITU-R Working Party 8A for their Liaison Statement (Document 8A/TEMP/200) regarding the Revision of Recommendation ITU-R M.1450.  The Technical Committee BRAN has considered the amendments which were proposed by the IEEE in document 8A/361, and in general we can support the proposed amendments.  

More specifically, with regard to the amendments proposed by the IEEE:

a) 
we support the deletion of HIPERLAN 1 (ETS 300 652) throughout the Recommendation

b) 
for recommends 2, the HIPERLAN 2 standards are TS 101 475 for the Physical Layer & TS 101 761 for the DLC Layer, and these can be downloaded from the ETSI Publications Download Area at http://pda.etsi.org/pda/queryform.asp 

c) 
In the list of abbreviations given in Table 1, “BRAN” should be “Broadband Radio Access Networks”, and “HIPERLAN 2” should be “High Performance Radio LAN 2”

d) 
In Table 2, there is a footnote number “(3)” associated with the frequency band, although the footnote appears to have been deleted.  Referring to the current version of the Recommendation, we believe that this footnote is no longer appropriate for HIPERLAN 2 (as a consequence of the work at WRC-03), and can be removed.

e) 
We can confirm that the power limitation for the transmitter is defined in terms of eirp.  At present there appears to be a duplication of this information in Table 2, for the “Tx power” and the “EIRP”, which could be rationalized editorially.  

f)  
In Table 2, in the row labeled “Interference Mitigation”, for HIPERLAN 2, please delete “CSMA/CA”, as this does not apply to HIPERLAN 2 (which uses TDMA instead).  

g)
We agree that there should be no need to retain all three of the Figures attached to the document.  Either Figures 1 & 2 should be retained (without Figure 3), or Figures 1 & 2 should be deleted and only Figure 3 should be retained.  Our preference is [to delete Figure 3 and retain the other two Figures]. 

h)
After table 1, please amend the note as follows: “RLANs may utilize CSMA/CA, a listen before talk protocol ….. These stations listen for a clear channel ….”
