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802.22 Liaison Report to 802.18
The primary goal of this session was to reach the Letter Ballot phase and move from Working Document v0.3.7 to Draft v1.0.

Schedule

The schedule for Tuesday through Thursday included the following meetings:

There were no time slots for TG 2 in order to focus on getting to the Letter Ballot phase.

In parallel the main 802.22 group had scheduled MAC and PHY meetings.

Sensing

The Sensing group approved the text for 9 out of 10 sensing techniques to be included in an Annex of the draft.  The 10-th technique will be reconsidered when additional simulation results are provided.

 

There were also several presentations on new sensing techniques.
Geolocation

The high-level BS and CPE initialization procedure outlined with the additional procedures involving geolocation were approved.  The detailed text describing the initialization process is being reviewed.
It was approved to require that the BS is equipped with satellite-based geolocation technology.
The necessary MAC messages and information elements for geolocation were created and approved.

Spectrum Manager

The overall architechture and functions of the Specrum Manager has been presented and discussed. It is decided that, as the next action item, the context describing the behavior and interface of the SM is to be generated. 

Coding Group
All three FEC proposals for consideration were approved for inclusion into the Working Document.
TG 1

The Letter Ballot was approved by 63% of the voters – the Letter Ballot failed.  This week has been spent trying to resolve the comments that were provided in order to once again go to Letter Ballot.
