15. A discussion on the UWB emission limits by Radio Regions between 1 and 12 GHz bands. The freqs 3.1 - 10.6 GHz was the original band. [DDA Detect And Avoid] is a method being tried to co-exist with the band users. Doc 18-08-0030-00-UWB-Spectrum-Allocation.ppt
shows the current available usage of the spectrum.

16. IMT-EVAL contribution from 802.16, who are meeting in Macau, was received by the Chair and will be discussed later in the meeting as it has been added to the Thursday agenda. The document has been forwarded to the EC for their input that has been requested to arrive by Thursday morning.

17. There will be a TeraHertz discussion in ‘Grand 7’ 16:00 – 18:00 today and 802.18 will go to that discussion.

18. The meeting went into independent study at 09:30 and will reconvene at 16:00 in Grand 7.

19. At 16:00 the 802.15 WPAN THz interest group, chaired by Rick Roberts, had a presentation
given by Thomas Kurner from terahertz communications lab, doc # 15-08-0336-00-0thz-thz-communications. The aim of their current work is to gain support for the WRC2011 in the 300GHz bands for other than passive devices. At the Q&A time many suggestions came from the floor, in particular how to socialize the information and their needs at the FCC.
The Medical aspects of new devices that could be used as well as security devices were also touched upon.

23. The chair displayed a document from 802.16 on the BAN GE petition 2.36 – 2.4 GHz.  L802.16-08_033d0. 802.16 objects to this requested change.
24. After reading the document, the 802.18 committee modified the conclusion and forwarded the document as rev d1 to the chair of 802.15 for comment. 
25. At 10:00 the meeting recessed to attend the midweek plenaries of 802.11 and 802.15.
26. In 802.15 WNG a presentation 15-08-0356-00 was made on Hearing Aids by Starkey Laboratories Joel Solum on their need to have 15.247(a)(2) section modified by rule making. Currently there is a Waiver on this section for 902-928 MHz. Although there was agreement that the power levels of the devices would be very low it was agreed to pass the information to the WG’s especially 802.15 for their input. 
27. 15-08-0254-02 presentation was made on the BAN use of 2360 – 2400 GHz.
28. 802.18 reconvened in PM2 to discuss the 802.16 input doc IEEE L802.16-08/030d0- Public consultation on Draft ECC Report 120 (“Technical requirements for UWB DAA (Detect And Avoid) devices to ensure the protection of radiolocation in the bands 3.1-3.4 GHz and 8.5-9 GHz and BWA terminals in the band 3.4-4.2 GHz”). 
During discussion revisions to the document were made and version d1 was put to a vote.

The meeting reconvened at 08:30 with a presentation by David Davenport GE Global Research presented the 802.15-08-0254-02-0006-2360-2400MHz-MBANS-Service-Proposal. The FCC docs are: DA-08-953 and ET08-59. The original doc was ET06-135.
The spectrum 2360 – 2400 GHz is where GE Global is requesting the FCC to allow Body Area Network devices with power of less than 1 milliwatt to be developed and deployed.

After the presentation questions were asked about the useage on currently available Medical bands. It was agreed that the current bands would not be suitable for this very low power devices. Several members made independent suggestions to the GE representative for future discussion with the FCC. A vote will be taken in PM2 today.

The response to the FCC recommends rejection of the additional time.
