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The IEEE 802.22 Working Group is requesting submissions of proposals towards the selection of technology(ies) towards the initial 802.22 Specification. 

Proposals will not be accepted before October 31, 2005. 
All Proposal Packages must be submitted by e-mail to the WG Chair at wk3c@wk3c.com no later than November 7, 2005 for posting to the WG website. 
The Chair will acknowledge all received Proposal Packages by return email as soon as possible after receipt. 

Any Proposal Package received by the Chair after November 7, 2005 will not be considered by the working group at the November Plenary in Vancouver, BC, Canada. 
The technology selection process shall start at the November IEEE 802 Plenary with intial proposal presentations as scheduled by the Chair.

It is hoped that the initial proposal presentations at the November session will stimulate productive discussions of technology options and will result in “mergers and consolidations” of proposals during the interval leading up to the January interim session.  The ultimate goal is to converge to a consensus on a “baseline” for a draft standard that will represent what the WG members believe to be the best technology to form the basis for the IEEE 802.22 Standard.  Proposers are encouraged to pursue such “mergers and consolidations” where common ground can be established, in the interest of avoiding contention, delays, and potential deadlocks – which are to nobody’s advantage.

A Proposal Package is defined as follows: A Proposal Package is a set of documents and presentations submitted for consideration by the 802.22 Working Group.  A Proposal Package shall contain at minimum, the following:

1. A Summary Classification Statement: This shall state whether the proposal is a Complete system proposal (PHY/MAC/Air_interface) or a Partial proposal (some subset of a complete system solution), and whether the proposal is Compliant or Not Compliant with the 802.22 Requirements Document.  Proposers who take exception to any of the requirements presented as guidance in the Requirements Document and propose an alternative solution that they believe meets the intent of one or more requirements must note those requirements to which they take exception and present their rational for the exception(s) along with supporting documentation (a narrative, along with supporting analysis and/or simulation results) to explain the reasons for the exception (and why/how it meets the intent of the Requirements Document).


2.  Technology Overview:  The Technology Overview shall consist of a Technology Overview Document, and a Technology Overview Presentation.  The Technology Overview Document included with the package shall provide a high-level description of all elements of the submitted design.  Format and presentation of the Technology Overview Document should be consistent with a high-quality technical white paper, or a report submitted for publication to an IEEE Journal.  The Technology Overview Presentation shall consist of a set of slides, with included speaker’s notes describing in detail the salient features of the submitted technology.  All presentations shall be formatted in accordance with accepted IEEE 802.22 document templates.

 
3.  Technology Performance Report:  The Technology Performance Report is a document containing analytical and simulation results of performance, consistent with the goals of the approved 802.22 Requirements Document and using the approved Channel Models.  The Technology Performance Report shall contain separate sections to demonstrate that the technology meets all performance requirements of the approved IEEE 802.22 Systems Requirements Document. At least a preliminary Technology Performance Report must be available for the November Plenary.  A more complete version shall be available for posting to the 802.22 website no later than one week prior to the beginning of the January session. Again, proposals must specify and justify any deviation from the requirements as specified in the approved Requirements document.
4.  Technology Performance Presentation:  The Technology Performance Presentation shall consist of a slide set, consistent with the Technology Performance Report that describes in high-level form, the results of the evaluation of the technology.  The Technology Performance Presentation slides shall be formatted in accordance with accepted IEEE 802.22 document templates.
The Requirements Document and Channel Models are posted on the IEEE 802.22 website at http://www.ieee802.org/22. 
Please review these documents before creating and submitting a Proposal Package.

It is mandatory that a Notice of Intent to Propose be sent to the 802.22 WG Chair by close of business US EDT on October 15, 2005 for agenda planning purposes.
