The Chair gave an overview of the Study Group’s activities since the November meeting in Kauai. There were no teleconferences held. 

Web site has been brought up and email reflector is active.

Electronic registration is now active, and attendees can register for attendance credit in both 802.19 and their “home” group.

Agenda for Ft. Lauderdale and minutes from Kauai were approved by acclamation.

Voting tokens were handed out.

The next item on the agenda was officer elections.  After a count of voters present, it was determined that the group was two voters short of a quorum; thus, the officer election was tabled until the March 2003 plenary.

Following this, there was discussion about ways to measure coexistence in 802.15.3a, including jamming margins, interference levels above threshold when measuring degradation, duty cycles, and so on.
