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1. Problems
· LB issue 21 (comment 502) remarks the necessity of ID assignment for different events and commands to be used in Event List and Command List, respectively.
· Current encoding for each event or command requires 2 bytes, not one byte because Message ID is 2- byte-length
· Current encoding for commands don’t support some commands such as Link Connect, Link Disconnect, etc., because they are not Message IDs
2. Proposed Changes
· Assign Event IDs for Link Events
· Assign Command IDs for Link Commands that are copied from P802-21-D00-04
