Clarify which IEs are available before attaching to a link and which are available after attaching to a link.

Remedy 1:

Update the paragraph on page 50 in D01.09 as follows:

“

Before authenticating with the PoA, the MIH Function in the MN may extract the Information Elements either from media specific broadcast information or by sending an media specific information request/response primitive, in which case the MIH protocol is not used. The specification does not specify as to which IEs may be available before authentication and which IEs are available after authentication for any media specific technology. This determination is dependent on individual deployment scenarios for different access networks. If a particular IE is not supported in a particular state such as before authentication for say WLAN networks, then a query for that particular IE in that particular state may result in an IE not supported error.
