Problem Description
The following comments are being address with this contribution: 

171-“SMREG-PDP-Modify is not shown as being mapped this way”  and

172- “What is stated is not shown as being mapped this way” 
Proposed Solution
Table   lists this mapping. Note that a 3GPP primitive group may be mapped to more than one IEEE 802.21 primitives. E.g., the 3GPP "SMREG-PDP-MODIFY" may be mapped to a Link_Configure_Thresholds. Likewise "L2 Condition Notification" as defined in reference [23] may be mapped to a Link_Up Indication.
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
