· The fact that the MIHF may also propagate the notification to a remote MIHF is not captured (it should be captured)
· There are many implementation-specific MIH User behavior defined (it is best to leave implementation specific behavior open to implementations.)  

2 Suggest Remedies
[1] Change Section 7.3.4.4 as follows:
7.3.4.4 Effect on receipt

The MIHF normally passes this link notification to the MIH User(s) which has subscribed for this notification in an MIH_Link_Up event. The MIH User(s) may take different actions on this notification. The handover policy function may start collecting routing matrices for this link and may consider this link as a potential candidate for establishing future connections. When higher layer connections are being established over this link, the Transport layer may adjust transport (TCP) related parameters based on link properties.
[2] Change Section 7.4 as follows:

7.4 MIH_SAP primitives

The primitives defined as part of MIH_SAP are described in the following subclauses. As for event service primitives defined in this SAP, an event is generated via MIH_LINK_SAP of either the local MIHF or a remote MIHF. In the former case, the event is propagated to the local MIH User via an event service primitive. In the latter case, the event is propagated to the local MIHF using the MIH protocol and then propagated to the local MIH User via an event service primitive.
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
