1 Introduction
This document describes instructions for submitting a technical contribution intended to be included in the Technical Report (TR) [1] being developed in the 802.21 Security Study Group.
2 Required Contents
· Each technical contribution must contain at least the following information in the main sections:
· Target Use Cases
· Potential Approaches


Please refer to [1] for the detailed TR document structure.

· In addition to the main sections, each technical contribution must have an Annex which contains an explanation on how the proposed Use Cases and Potential Approaches can meet the Five Criteria (i.e., Broad Market Potential, Compatibility, Distinct Identity, Technical Feasibility and Economic Feasibility) described in Clause 17.5 of IEEE 802 Policies and Procedures (http://standards.ieee.org/board/aud/LMSC.pdf). Note that the Annex shall not be part of the Technical Report but will be used for developing a Five Criteria document.
· Each technical contribution is expected to be a Word document, and may be accompanied by presentation slides in a separate file using the same document number allocated to the technical contribution.

Submission Deadline: November 4, 2007, AOE (Anywhere on Earth)
Until the submission deadline, new revisions for each technical contribution may be submitted.
