
We published our Standards in early 2009 and then created three projects that are currently in their early stage of defining the draft specification for the amendment of the 2009 Standards. We have also established a relationship with the WiMAX Forum (WMF) through the Single Radio handover project (802.1c). As I am excited with all these work, I do believe that there are great challenges ahead of us. First of all, we need to collectively work with the operator community to better understand their needs for adopting and deploying 802.21 technologies. Towards this, relationship with WMF is very critical to us.  I will continue to actively seek additional input from and build relationships with representatives from operator and vendor companies to discuss the role that 802.21 can play in their future network and service plans. Once we understand the issues and missing parts, I will work with the Vice Chair, Task Group Chairs and WG members to address them diligently through amendments   I am committed to continuing our relationships with other groups within and outside the 802 communities 


In addition, I see there are several new use cases where IEEE 802.21 can play an important role. For example, 

-- Enable traffic offload to alternate access (e.g., WiMAX to WiFi) both seamlessly and non-seamlessly

-- Enable best connected network experience to users with multi-interface devices 

-- Delivery of access network information reliably when the device is not attached to the network

-- Emergency services handover for 802 access technologies 

-- Applicability of IEEE 802.21 services to Ad hoc and Mesh Networks 


If elected, I would like to take the following steps as a WG Chair to realize the above goals. 

--Work with TG and SG Chairs closely and help them to complete their work as soon as possible 

--Strive to foster excellent teaming, open communication and consensus building within the WG by treating all working group members with respect and through open process

--Create a WG Policy and Procedure Guide for openness and better management of the WG 

--Ensure that individuals and companies have the opportunity to present and participate in the WG so that their ideas are heard 
--Advocate IEEE 802.21 concepts and technology to other Standards and industry alliances 

--Will strive to develop meaningful and constructive relationships within and outside the WG to obtain such successes 
--Encourage and motivate WG members to propose new technical areas and work items 

--Represent the interest of the WG members to the 802 Executive Committee appropriately
