Discussions

The Chair reviewed the agenda and it was accepted without change. 

There was a brief review of the discussions that took place in the 802.22 Study Group which lead to the creation of the 802.22.1 Task Group. 

It was decided that November 2006 was the goal for completion of a draft. 

There was then a discussion on whether the TG can and/or should issue a Request for Proposals (RFP) prior to the May Interim meetings and whether there is a need for a separate Requirements document. Edgar Reihl stated he believed that a Requirements document is necessary. 

During this discussion several suggestions were made with regard to issues the TG should address:

· 802.22 is developing an international standard and therefore the TG needs to address international requirements that equate to Part 74 protections

· If a beacon approach is used, it needs to be authenticated in some manner

· The potential need for an ex-parte presentation to the FCC, or other means to ensure a beacon can only be acquired and used by licensed users 

· How the standard, once completed by 802.22.1, will be incorporated into the 802.22 standard (discussion with 802.22 WG)

Action Items:

1. Greg Buchwald volunteered to send a copy of a document he wrote on Part 74 to the reflector that may form the basis of a requirements document

2. Edgar Reihl volunteered to forward the comments on protecting Part 74 devices that Shure presented to the FCC in response to the NPRM

3. Bill Rose agreed to clarifications on the following issues by the next conference call. 

· Is a Requirements document required to issue an RFP?

· Can an RFP be sent out prior to the first face-to-face meeting of the Task Group?

· Does the Task Group need to approve its own Rules and Procedures (assumedly 802.22.1 would approve those of 802.22) or does it automatically operate under those of the parent Working Group? 

4. Bill Rose agreed to distribute the 802.22.1 PAR

5. Bill Rose will work with Carl Stevenson to set up an email reflector and space for posting 802.22.1 documents. 

6. Bill Rose will ask Carl for time later in the week at the May 802.22 meetings to present an update on 802.22.1 progress.
