Discussions

The acting teleconference Chair reviewed the agenda and it was accepted without change. 

There was a review of the rules concerning the Task Group responsibilities and operation by Carl Stevenson.  To wit:

No formal Requirements Document is needed or required by the PMP; however, we free to produce one as an aid to assist those working on proposals. 

We can put out a preliminary Request for Proposals during an interim meeting:  May

Carl suggested that an RFP be initiated for the May meeting but that we emphasize that is preliminary and not closed after the May meeting.

Task groups have no separate voting rights; voting rights are at the working group level

A link will be provided, at the bottom of the main 802.22 page, for the 802.22.1 PAR

Documents for 802.22.1 will follow the same nomenclature as the working group; example:  22-06-0101-03-0001 will correspond to 802.22, 2006, document sequential number 101, revision 3, task group 1.

A brief discussion began concerning the requirements of the beacon.  Since many members were not available due to the NAB convention, the discussion turned to the issue of authentication.  Ed Calloway provided the following input; discussion followed:

Ed was concerned that the consumer / users of wireless mikes not given Part 74 authorization were a large force; concern over whether the FCC might bend and allow their use and protection.

If the beacon is “secure”, how is validation accomplished.  Is there a key and who holds it?  How is key transport handled?  Carl suggested that tying the license of the parent body would be sufficient, but the issue of production studios, who do get Part 74 protection but have no parent license, would be an issue.

On the RF side, it was brought up that we need to rationalize what is needed.  Gerald stated that we simply needed a model that, with respect to blockage, fading, etc., would give a slightly better link budget to the beacon vs. the receiver for the mikes.  Channel conditions between the beacon and WRAN would ultimately be the same as the mike to mike receiver.  More discussion is required on this matter.  Ed brought up the issue of improper installation of the beacon and associated problems with nulling of the RF energy received by the WRAN due to Rayleigh fading or even flat fades due to shadowing on the channel.  There was concern whether the beacon would be properly installed or operated by the operator.  Jerry Kalke indicated that this would not be a problem.

Finally, Greg Buchwald discussed the time and week day for future calls.  It was decided to alternate between 11AM and 12PM (Noon) EDT to attempt to accommodate callers from Asia / Pacific and Europe / Israel.  Discussion of this matter will be required at the interim meeting to reach agreement on a long term solution for day of week and time of future calls.

Next Meetings:

The next conference call of 802.22.1 will be held on April 28 at 11:00 PM EDT (4:00 GMT). Unless there is a change requested at that meeting, 802.22.1 will hold one additional conference call prior to the interim meeting at 12:00 PM EDT on May 5th.
