e Put generic statements in the implementation details like, “add a sentence to
make the frequency “xxxxx MHz".

When you do this, | have to write the text myself and hope what | put is what
you’re looking for. If you do this either they’ll be sent back to you or you'll get
an urgent email to ask you if what | have put matches your expectation.

e Do

e Keep your editor happy by writing clear, concise comments with clear and
complete instructions for what you want done!

 Don’t
e Upset your editor by creating more work for her!
