RATIONALE FOR REVISION:

There appears to be an incorrect reference to OAM status instead of PHY
health as the PHY health fields contain information that would be acted
upon while in LPI and OAM status does not. Additionally, the reference
to "link partner" confusingly implies the PHY would be transmitting the
link partner's information not it's own. This should also be a shall as
it is not covered in the blanket shall of the state diagrams.

IMPACT ON EXISTING NETWORKS:

This change will impact any 2.5GBASE-T1, 5GBASE-T1, or 10GBASE-T1 PHY
implementations that have EEE and only exchange OAM status in their
implementation of OAM.
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
