RATIONALE FOR REVISION:

It is stated that Toggle is only valid when Valid is set to 1, however
both Table 149-8 and Figure 149-25 (Transmit state diagram) agree that
the Toggle bit should be set (changed) on a transition of the Valid bit
from 1 to 0, meaning that the Toggle bit has meaning even when the
Valid bit is 0 and is in fact required to be a specific value. To say
that the Toggle bit is only valid when Valid = 1 implies that Toggle
can be any arbitrary value when Valid = 0 which is not true.
