Dear Mr Parsons and Members of ITU-T Study Group 15,

The IEEE 802.3 Ethernet Working Group would like to inform ITU-T SG15 and its members
that it has initiated an assessment of “Ethernet Interconnect for Al” with an emphasis on
beyond 200 Gb/s signalling.

This effort will focus on gathering information related to Al networks & performance
requirements; market potential; Ethernet interconnects for Al applications; priorities; exploring
technical feasibility, and other relevant issues that arise during the course of the assessment.
It should be noted that the role of this assessment will be to gather information, not make
recommendations or initiate a new project within IEEE 802.3.

This assessment will be performed within the IEEE 802.3 New Ethernet Applications (NEA)
Ad hoc and will enable the generation of material that can be used for future reference by an
appropriate related standards activity. The IEEE 802.3 NEA Ad Hoc operates using both face-
to-face and teleconference meetings, at which the IEEE 802.3 NEA Ad Hoc encourages
individuals with relevant information to participate and provide input. The activity’s website
