Soecification of physical and medium access control layers of an air interface for
inter operable mobile broadband wireless access systems, operating in licensed
bands below 3.5 GHz, optimized for I1P-data transport, with peak data rates per
user in excess of 1 Mbps. It supports various vehicular mobility classes up to 250
Km/h ina MAN environment and targets spectral efficiencies, sustained user data
rates and numbers of active usersthat are all significantly higher than achieved
by existing mobile systems.
