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REQUEST FOR clarification ON the revision of 
recommendation itu-r M.1450

WP 8A thanks IEEE for the liaison contribution (Document 8A/361) proposing revisions to Recommendation ITU-R M.1450-2. The meeting noted that since the Recommendation is referenced in resolves 1 of ITU-R Resolution 229 (WRC-03), any amendment to the recommends of this Recommendation should be undertaken very carefully.

The contribution from IEEE was considered by the meeting, however it was found that the proposed amendments were not sufficiently clear, and it was concluded that any decision regarding the revision of this Recommendation should be postponed until the next WP 8A meeting. Therefore, WP 8A would appreciate clarification from IEEE on their proposed amendments, and in particular:

•
The current Recommendation M.1450-2 contains six clauses recommends, whilst Document 8A/361 indicates amendment of only three of those clauses. Is it intended that the other three clauses should be deleted, or left unchanged?
•
What is the intention for the text which has been added after Table 1?
•
It was noted by one of the delegates at WP 8A that both the ETSI HIPERLAN 2 and MMAC standards are not CSMA/CA, which disagrees with some of the amendments proposed by IEEE.
•
The current Recommendation M.1450-2 contains a Table 2 on “Methods of multiple access and modulation techniques” which is not shown in Document 8A/361. Is it the intention of IEEE that this Table should be deleted?
•
The current Recommendation M.1450-2 contains three annexes which are not shown in Document 8A/361. Is it the intention of IEEE that these annexes should also be deleted?
WP 8A would therefore welcome clarification from IEEE regarding their intentions for the revision of Recommendation ITU-R M.1450-2, and in particular with respect to the items listed above. A response should be received in time for consideration at the next WP 8A meeting which is to be held in September 2006.
