	Abstract: 
Tutorial will present current IEEE 802 standardization activities regarding the development of emergency service support.  This will then be contrasted with upcoming FCC (and other regulatory bodies) rulings to inform and identify what shortcomings are apparent within IEEE 802.  The presenters will then conclude with some recommended actions together with a short Q&A session.
